Dear Fullerton College Administration, Faculty, Classified Personnel and Students:

The Associated Students of Fullerton College (FCAS) sponsors the A.S. CareBank Program, a non-profit service that provides short-term emergency assistance to Fullerton College (FC) students who are currently enrolled in five units or more at the time of assistance. Services offered at this time include:

1. $35 in Food Cards ($25 Grocery Card & a $10 Sodexo Dining Card) OR

2. 30-Day OCTA Bus Pass OR

3.  $25 Fuel Card

A.S. CareBank is anticipating an increase in the number of students who will seek assistance this year compared with previous years. During the 2013-14 academic year A.S.
